(1) Survey by enumerators
(single-unit establishments, new establishment)
The enumerators appointed by the prefectural governors distributed

questionnaires by the end of January 2012 and collected them after
February 1. Each enumerator handled about 70 establishments. .

(2) Survey by direct mailing
(enterprises having branch offices)

The national governments used private operators in mailing
questionnaires to the head offices of the enterprises. Responses were
collected either by mail or online after February 1. Head offices were

required to fill in and submit questionnaires for both head and branh
offices.
